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Raku in japanese means happiness, wellness and fun. It’s an antique japanese 
technique realted with the tea ceremony that provides a particular decoration. 
The objects are first egobed , then enamelled , finally cooked in a conventional 
manner. After the abrupt cooling in water the layer of engobe melts revealing 
colorful shades.
